REGISTRATION
Registration will take place on May 17, 2018 3:00 pm – 4:45pm at the Greenbrier Youth Camp (GYC) in Anthony, WV. Cyclists will park at GYC will need to register, turn in any remaining sponsorship money, and load their bikes and luggage. The bus will depart for Snowshoe at 5:00pm.
ACCOMMODATIONS

All accommodations for the trek are included in your registration fee and minimum sponsorship amount. 

THURSDAY, May 17
We will spend Thursday night at the Inn at Snowshoe. The Inn offers comfortable rooms, a restaurant, bar, indoor pool, and Jacuzzi.
FRIDAY, May 18
We will spend Friday night at the Inn at Snowshoe.  The Inn offers comfortable rooms, a restaurant, bar, indoor pool, and Jacuzzi.

SATURDAY, May 19
Saturday night will be spent at the GYC. The camp will bring back childhood summer camp memories of boys and girls in separate cabins sleeping in bunk beds. Showers and restroom facilities are camp-style located in each cabin. A sleeping bag or bedroll is required for each cyclist.  Bring your own pillows and towels.
You also have the option of tent camping at the GYC. However, you must provide all necessary camping equipment.

MEALS & BREAKSITE REFRESHMENTS

All meals, starting with breakfast Friday morning through Sunday breakfast, are provided. Lunches will be provided on the trail on Friday and Saturday, as well as break site snacks. Vegetarian meals are available.

TRANSPORTATION

Arrive at GYC NO LATER THAN 4:30pm on Thursday, May 17 for registration and to load your gear and bike. The bus will depart promptly at 5:00pm.
GEAR/LUGGAGE & CAMPING EQUIPMENT TRANSPORT

We will transport your luggage for the entire weekend. Please be sure everything is CLEARLY MARKED AND LABELED with your name. Camping gear can be left in your parked car until needed on Saturday evening at GYC.
SPONSORSHIPS

It is mandatory for every trekker to raise a minimum of $500 per person and pay the non-refundable, non-transferable registration fee to be allowed to participate. The money pays your expenses and supports the work of ALA-WV.

A minimum of $500 must be collected and turned in by May 1 in order to reserve your room(s).  Additional funds may be turned in up to Thursday, May 17 to be counted towards your goal. If you do not have all of your money collected by check-in YOU MUST PAY the remainder of the fundraising by personal check, credit card, or cash to participate.

BIKING EQUIPMENT

Bikes need to be a multi-speed, FAT-TIRE mountain bike. PLEASE, have your local bike shop perform a preventive maintenance check and service prior to GTBT. Mechanical assistance will be available for minor repairs/adjustments throughout the ride. While on the ride, if your bike requires new parts from a local bike shop YOU WILL BE RESPONSIBLE for paying for the parts.  

YOU MUST WEAR an ANSI-APPROVED HELMET at all times on the trek or you will not be allowed to ride. NO EXCEPTIONS! 
Please make sure you have at least 2-3 SPARE INNER TUBES with you at all times during the trek. Our mechanics will be happy to change your flat tire, but you will have to supply the tube.
